Radnor YFC “Pantomime” Competition

R U L E S
1.
VENUE – Albert Hall, Llandrindod Wells

2.
ELIGIBILITY - A team shall consist of members each of whom shall be 26 years of age or under on 1 September 2012. Competitors will be required to show their membership cards. Failure to produce their cards will result in a £5 penalty fine.

3.
BACKSTAGE  There is no restriction of helpers who are of membership age.  All helpers who are visible on stage must be Y.F.C. members.

4  
Live musical accompaniment, whether on or off stage, must be by a Y.F.C. member(s) (not Associate member)  However, teams are permitted to use a maximum of one musician over Y.F.C. age who must be sited off stage and take no other part in the production. Taped sound effects / music is permitted. (Radnor YFC cannot be responsible for the efficiency or quality of any sound system in the Hall used).

5 
Substitution  -  If more than half of the original team members are unable to go forward to the Wales finals, then the next highest placed team will represent Radnor YFC.

6.
Material of a questionable nature will be penalised. Teams are reminded that they will be performing to a family audience.

7. 
Microphones – Only a maximum of 2 lapel mics to be used but no limit on hand held mics.

8.
Performance time = Minimum 30 minutes, maximum 45minutes.

The performing club on will have a maximum of 30 minutes to set up for their production and get their cast on stage ready to start. Once the 30 minutes is up the time will then go into the performing time. 

Teams will have marks deducted at the rate of two points per minute, or part thereof, over 1 hour.

9.
Technical Co-ordinator – Each club needs to appoint a technical co-ordinator to liase with Technician during performance. This person will be responsible for all sound and lighting requirements. This person may be over age.

10.
The Competition shall take the form of a Pantomime, which may be either excerpts from a published pantomime* or the teams original work.

* For Guidance only - “Pantomime” is a dramatic entertainment loosely based on a traditional fairy tale in which the activity is carried on with the help of singing, dancing, clowning, topical jokes and music, in which the performance of that action is conducted by certain stock roles, usually “principal boy” (hero) acted by a woman; and the “dame” acted by a man. The pantomime can be adapted or rewritten for the Club and may also take the form of several pantomime story lines combined.
