RULES

1)
Team to consist of three members aged 26 years or under on 1 September 2011.  

Members must be prepared to show their plastic membership card. Failure to produce a card will result in a £5.00 penalty charge.

2)
Each team will be composed of a Chairman and 1 Proposer and 1 Opposer.

3)
The team will be split so that the three members will operate with three different teams.

4)
A draw will be made for order of competing in the County Office beforehand.

5)
All members will be notified 14 days before competing of their debating subjects.

6)
Competitors may use notes but may be penalised if these are excessive.

7)
The situation should be that of a formal meeting:

a)  
The Chairman opens the meeting and calls upon the Proposer to put the motion for debate. He will then invite the Opposer to reply.

b)  
The Chairman shall then throw the debate open and will limit speakers from the floor of the house to five minutes.  Only comments are invited from the floor and the debaters are not required to answer.


c)  
The Chairman will then ask the Opposer to sum up.


d) 
The Proposer then speaks for the last time.

e)  
The Chairman, as concisely and impartially as possible, shall sum up the debate ending by reminding members of the exact terms of the motion.

f)  
The Chairman at his / her discretion may appoint tellers.

g)  
The vote shall be taken by a show of hands.

h)  
The Chairman shall announce the result of the vote and declare the meeting closed.

8)
Scale of Marking
A three-minute time limit imposed on the Chairman in opening the proceedings, but marks will be scored for technique in opening the proceedings.
